As the New Year begins we are embarking on new mission opportunities and continuing our  
normal mission opportunities. 
 

Logos, Confirmation, and Genesis Bible Studies begin January 9th.  Logos begins at 5:30 pm.   
Confirmation begins at 6:00 with class at 6:30.  And Genesis Bible Study is at both 10 am  
and 6:30 pm on Wednesday the 9th. 
 
The annual meeting will be held the 27th.  It is very important that you be a part of this  
decision making experience.   We are asking approval of a revised Constitution.  The major  
changes in the Constitution are that we are moving to an annual meeting versus quarterly  
meetings.  There will always be the opportunity for special meetings to be held throughout  
the year.  The second change is from a 15% quorum to 5% quorum.  You may pick up a  
copy of the constitution which is labeled in different inks indicating the changes. 
 

The more important decision concerns the proposed Kitchen remodel.  The State of Arizona  
and the Kingman Fire Department are requiring all businesses, churches, and hospital to have  
a chemically based vent to prevent fires.  Also walls need to protect the rest of the building  
from fire.  Many businesses have already accomplished this re-trofit.  
 

Members of the congregation and the church council after consulting with various entities has felt that 
a complete remodel of the kitchen would not only meet the requirements of the State of Arizona, but 
also expand our mission opportunities in the present and future.   For example we cannot even serve 
Ƙƻǘ ŘƻƎǎ ƻƴ άǇŀǊŜƴǘǎ ƴƛƎƘǘέ ŀǘ ǇǊŜ-school.  And certainly we are not able to provide senior meals or 
community wide events without heavy restrictions because of the quality of our kitchen. 
 

After studying the proposal and listening to members, it was decided to propose expanding the kitchen 
space.  Then a project that has been in the works for several years was to add an office and conference 
room connecting to our current offices.  A patio was suggested for Vacation Bible School, and our out-
door Fellowship events.  So, the question before the congregation is how far we go.  The information 
meetings will go into the specific details.  However, the basic proposal is $250,000 for the kitchen only.  
$325,000 for the office and conference room and connecting the offices together.  And $340,000 to do 
all the expansion, plus patio for outdoor events. 
 

As your pastor, the only option that MUST HAPPEN is the first.  The additions would enhance our minis-
try and would be cost effective to do now, but are not required.  We have been approved for a long 
term loan that can fit our budget for the entire project.  Our hope is to raise the money through our 
ŎŀƳǇŀƛƎƴ ά9ȄǇŀƴŘƛƴƎ {ǇŀŎŜ ǘƻ {ƘŀǊŜ DƻŘΩǎ DǊŀŎŜέ ǿƻǳƭŘ ǊŀƛǎŜ ǘƘƛǎ ŀƳƻǳƴǘ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ƴŜȄǘ о-4 years.  Thus 
paying off the loan. 
 

I invite you to pray for this project.  Pray for your part in it.  Pray for the expansion of our ministry that 
this addition would make.  Florence Neumeister and Brad Rucker are the chairpersons of the campaign. 
 

As an aside, I would like to have Florence receive this gift of a new kitchen after all her years spent 
sharing her grace and hospitality in our kitchen.  We are going to begin the project in April to meet the 
June 1 deadline imposed by the fire department. 
 

This causes anxiety for many of you.  But it also an exciting opportunity 
to expand the mission of Grace Lutheran to the Pre-school and com-
munity.  It is by no means a project beyond our capability or vision.
