Dear Grace Lutheran Church,  
 
Greetings to you in the powerful name of Jesus Christ. My name is Pastor 
Michael Chan and I will be serving as Grace Lutheran Churchôs new interim 
pastor for the near future. I want to begin by thanking my brother in Christ, 
Pastor Jack Williams, for his service to Grace. We wish him all the best as 
he takes time off to undergo surgery. May the Lord grant him a speedy re-
covery.  
 
As I begin my ministry here at Grace Lutheran I am reminded of the many 
journeys Godôs people take in the Bible: Noah and his familyôs journey 
across the seas of chaos (Genesis 6-9), Abraham and Sarahôs journey 
from Mesopotamia to Canaan (Genesis 11-12), Israelôs many wilderness 
wanderings (Exodus-Numbers), and Jesusô own journey from Bethlehem, 
the place of his birth, to Jerusalem where he died. Godôs people are always 
on the move. And the same is true for Grace Lutheran Church.   
 
But long journeys often give rise to epic tensions. When I was younger, my 
family would often take road trips to national parks, fishing sights, etc. And 
it was on those tripsðwhen we were packed tightly into car seats for long 
periods of timeðthat my siblings and I would have our most intense con-
flicts. Journeys are exciting, but they are also often frustrating, bringing out 
some of our worst human impulses. The same was true for ancient Israel. 
After God freed them from Egypt, they had to take a long journey through 
the wilderness. And when things started to get tight, tempers started to 
flare, especially against Moses, their leader (Exodus 16-17).  
 
As we continue on our own journey of faith at Grace, we will also be tempt-
ed by frustration, anger, and despair, especially when circumstances seem 
to array themselves against us. Key to Israelôs journeysðand key to oursð
is the recognition that never once did God forsake Israel. God provided 
bread in the wilderness, dry ground for the ark, and resurrection from the 
dead. God never forsakes Godôs people. Our calling in this challenging 
season is to lean hard into the grace of God, and to trust that the God who 
breathed new life into the earthly body of Jesus will also breathe 
life into us, the Body of Christ in Kingman, AZ.
